Weedon Parish Council


Minutes of the Meeting of Weedon Parish Council held in The Methodist Chapel
Wednesday 19th November 2008 at 8.00pm
PRESENT: Cllr Rose (Chairman), Cllr Measures, Cllr Jones, Cllr Moore, District Cllr Bond and County Cllr Hussain, the Clerk and 2 members of the public attended. 
284. Apologies received from Cllr Crombie, Cllr Sellers, Cllr Followell. 
285. Open Forum for Parishioners: The Poth’s from Weedon Hill Development advised of their problems with AVDC Planning and the enforcement of an opening window of an adjacent residence across their garden. Cllr Bond agreed to investigate and progress with AVDC.
286. Declaration of interest in items on the agenda: None
287. The minutes of the last meeting held on 17th September and 23rd October 2008 were confirmed as true records of the meetings. However the meeting had been incorrectly advised that the Terms of Reference for the Parish Plan Working Party had been signed off and they had not. In addition it is not the beech tree from the church causing an obstruction to the light splay outside the Freeman-Attwood’s House.
288. Review of Planning Applications: None. 
289. Weedon Hill Development: to consider the requirements of this new part of the parish. Cllr Mary Baldwin is trying to set up a residents association however no update at present. There are now 190 electors, 150 are required for its own Parish and this will be reviewed by AVDC around the time of the elections June 2009 and then a consultation process would commence. The process may take up to 2 years to become its own Parish. The Council resolved that no action was required at present. The Clerk would contact the Doctors surgery to see if there is a notice board to put up Parish information.

290. Weedon Village Parish Plan: 
a. Update on progress: 4 working groups are now established and are finalising their Terms of Reference using the model toolkit. There are still a few more people needed to join the working groups and a newsletter has been issued to the parish. £500 has been received from Bucks Community Action to cover admin costs and a further £500 would follow later in the process. Neighbouring Parishes have been notified and interested parties such as AVDC. There is also a page on the website for Parish Plan.
b. The Council ratified the addition to Parish Council Insurance of the Parish Plan Committee at no cost.
291. Environment:
a. Footpaths, Footways and Highways report repairs and update on works completed: Footpath 12 BCC Rights of Way has contact details for the owner of the land around the tennis courts. Works on Aston Abbotts Road by Clancy Docwra is causing damage to verges and the road. Clerk to ensure BCC are aware and get the verges returned to their former state after completion of the works. There is some subsidence in New Road in the middle of the road by the 30mph sign.
b. Trees Project: no update. 
c. Street Lighting: to report any works required: Clerk to investigate requirements for foliage to be cleared from the street light outside the Freeman-Attwood’s house.

d. Ducks: to discuss whether there is an excessive number, their associated costs and impact: Cllr Rose agreed to take 4 ducks from the pond under consultation with Richard Bates as there are currently too many and the dirt and noise is causing a problem for residents. 
292. Parish Communications: Newsletter has been issued by Parish Council and the Parish Plan working group. Website is up to date with a new page for Parish Plan information. 
293. Play Area: to consider: 

a. Actions as recommended by RoSPA – the Council agreed that the Clerk should request Steve Hunt to attend the Play Area and saw bolt ends off from under slide. There are no High risk issue.
b. Quotation for surface renewal at play area – it was decided that the Council should wait until the outcome of the Parish Plan Working Group to see what suggestions were put forward for the whole area before committing to undertake any works.
c. Quotation for surface renewal to the path leading up to the play area – Cllr Bond suggested the use of Hogins (broken up tarmac) as per that used along the main road to Watermead. Clerk to gain a quote.
294. Freedom of Information Act – the Council agreed to adopt the New Model Publication Scheme. Clerk to draft scheme for publication.

295. Weedon within the Aylesbury Vale local area 
a. New Development - Direction of Growth of Aylesbury Consultation: the Council agreed a public meeting should be held to bring this to the attention of resident and then formulate a Parish response from this meeting.  To be held on Wednesday 3rd December in the Old Schoolroom and Cllr Rose advised she was happy to present on the options.
b. Local Area Forum – there was a presentation of the direction of growth of Aylesbury but it is felt that this forum relates more to Aylesbury town issues. Cllr Rose advised she may attend the Winslow LAF to see whether this is a better fit. Cllr Hussain advised that we could put items on the agenda.
c. Neighbourhood Action Group – no issues in the village so it is felt there is no need to attend currently.  

d. Bucks County Council Education/Schools Consultation – Cllr Rose received notification of this at the LAF however nothing had been received by the Parish Council. Cllr Measure agreed to put up a notice on the notice board highlighting this opportunity to respond to this consultation by parishioners. 
296. Correspondence and other communications received since last meeting including:
a. Gypsy and Traveller Accommodation Needs Consultation – agreed not to respond. 

b. Letter from Mrs Poth regarding planning dispute at Buckingham Park – Cllr Bond agreed to follow up.
c. The Council agreed to an extended leave of absence for Cllr Crombie to be reviewed in 6 months time.

d. Quality Parish Status: it was agreed to recirculate the criteria for a Bucks Approved Councils as there are less criteria to achieve for this than a Quality Parish Council.

e. Confirmation had been received from BCC that they had reviewed their previous decision and had now agreed to signage for the Five Elms Pub. The Council extended its thanks to Cllr Baldwin for resolving this issue.

297. Finance / Accounts:
a. The financial statements of accounts and bank reconciliations for the year to date October 2008 were confirmed as reviewed.

b. The Council resolved to ratify the previous issue of the following payments:
