Minutes of the Annual general meeting of Weedon parish Council 
Wednesday 9th May 2007
AT 8.00 pm in the old schoolroom
PRESENT: Cllr Rose (Chairman), Cllr Followell, Cllr Jones, Cllr Moore, Cllr Sellers and Cllr Crombie and Sue Mordue (Clerk).  County Cllr Niknam Hussain and County Cllr Mary Baldwin
54. Apologies: Cllr Measures.
53. Election of the Chairman of the Council: Cllr Joanna Rose was elected and signed declaration of acceptance of office. 
54. To elect a Vice-Chairman of the Council:  Cllr Measures was elected, declaration of acceptance of office to be received at next meeting.

55. It was decided that outstanding declarations of acceptance of office, register of interests which had not been received would be completed as soon as possible and before the next meeting.

56. To appoint representatives to outside bodies: It was decided that decisions on who to appoint to meetings would be made at the time of the notification of a meeting.
57. To appoint committees /working groups: Councillors would take a particular interest in certain areas within the village with Cllr Sellers appointed for the Play Area, Cllr Crombie for the footpaths, Cllr Moore for the Pond.
58. Standing Orders were confirmed.
59. Open Forum for Parishioners: no residents attended.
60. Declaration of interest in items on the agenda: none declared.
61. Minutes of the last meeting held on Wednesday 21st March 2007 and Wednesday 28th March 2007 were confirmed as correct.
62. Planning:  to discuss planning applications and make recommendations:

· 07/00938/ALB – The Lilies High Street Weedon – repairs and reconstruction of existing boundary walls - the Council resolved to support this application.

· 0701132/APP- The Lodge Buckingham Road – erection of pitched roof to existing single storey rear extension – the Council resolved it had no objections to this application.

· 07/00934/ADP – Weedon Hill Major Development – the application for this was in the circulation folder which was not brought to the meeting. Clerk to ask previous Councillors whether they had this file and then Council could review and comment if necessary.
· Ratification of Responses to 07/20002/AWD – Agrivert Application at Manor Farm Hardwick - The timescale had required a very quick response and these had been written by the Chairman and circulated to all Councillors for comment and agreement. 

· The wording was agreed and sent to BCC within the deadline and displayed on the Parish Notice board. The Council continued to strongly oppose this application. 

· The Council wished to thank the Chairman for her thoroughness and hard work on this response.
· County Councillor Niknam Hussain was requested and agreed to speak on behalf of the Parish Council at the Development Control Committee meeting which would determine this application.
63. Finance / Accounts:

· The financial statements of accounts and bank reconciliations for the year end March and year to date end April were agreed.

· It was agreed that Cllr Moore would review the Insurance Policy Document and update.

· New Bank mandate was signed adding Cllr Sellers and Cllr Crombie and removing ex Cllr Bates and ex Cllr Sayer. 
64. Correspondence and other communications received since last meeting including: 
· Bucks Scouts Centenary Camp 25th May-28th May – the clerk had approached BCC and AVDC on this and advised that no licence was required. In terms of the levels of noise if they are too high then complaints should be directed to Environmental Health Officer on 01296 585093. AVDC had agreed to talk to event organiser in advance to discuss the Parishes concerns. Clerk requested to put telephone number on notice board in case of need.
65. Garage: It was agreed that in relation to the rental of the garage when Jill Mitchell leaves the village the Parish Council no longer has a need for the garage. The Clerk was asked to write to the Weedon Village Association to ask if they required the garage and if so would be prepared to take on the cost and ownership thereof.
66. Traffic Calming: Cllr Rose gave the new Councillors her report following her analysis of the data from the recent Speed Monitoring Exercise and the item is to be discussed at the next meeting. 
67. Newsletters and Communication: Cllr Followell agreed to produce a draft of the annual newsletter updating the information and highlighting the Welcome Pack for ‘new to the village’ parishioners. Once circulated and approved he will distribute it. Cllr Jones agreed to assist Cllr Followell with the issue of how we can best progress a village magazine. All Cllrs to forward any information for inclusion to Cllr Folowell.
68. Weedon Parish Council Website: County Council Niknam Hussain agreed to discuss options with the Clerk as he is an expert in this field.

69. Street Lighting: Clerk had been having difficulty obtaining the required 3 quotations for the new street lights due to their specialist nature. BALC had advised that as the PC had attempted to get 3 quotes (since November), as long as the one quotation that had been received was similar to previous accepted quotes, and that evidence was held of chasing the other quotations, then a decision could be made to progress with the one quotation received. Council agreed to accept the quotation of E Sharp and progress the relocation of the new street light at the edge of the village on New Road to the bus stop on New Road, and to install a new light on the High Street to light the dark patch of raised pavement on the opposite side of the High Street. Clerk to check whether any planning permissions are necessary and then progress.
70. Tree Planting Project: Cllr Rose will speak to ex Cllr Bates to establish the current progress on this project and what involvement ex Cllr Bates would now want in this project. County Cllr Niknam Hussain and Mary Baldwin were thanked for their contributions to this project from their budgets. 
71. Section 106 Agreement for Weedon Hill Development – County Cllr Mary Baldwin advised that we should approach AVDC through District Councillor Bond for monies to undertake specific projects in the village. For example the tree planting and a Cycle Path. Cllrs to forward ideas to Clerk who will then progress.
72. Parish Plan / Village Appraisal: Council agreed to progress this in view of the authority associated with the plan in relation to future planning issues in the village. Cllr Moore to obtain dates from BCA for a meeting of Parishioners assisted by the Parish Council.
73. Neighbourhood Watch: Cllrs agreed that NHW meetings should be held separately to the Parish Council. Cllr Followell agreed to put information in the newsletter regarding this and the standard letter for sign up in the newsletter for people to fill in to join. He will liaise with Cllr Measures and would urge someone in the Parish to chair this supported by the Parish Council.
74. Representation on outside bodies: It was agreed that on notification of a meeting the date would be sent round by email and representation agreed depending on Cllrs availability.
