· 07/01352/APP – Weedon Lodge – ménage – no objection. Reported that an issue had been raised by a farmer regarding a nearby pond. This was drawn to the attention of AVDC planners for them to investigate.

95. Correspondence and other communications received since last meeting including: 
· Gypsy and Traveller Accommodation Needs Consultation – agree not to comment.
· Buckinghamshire Waste Development Plan preferred options consultation and Buckinghamshire Minerals and Waste Core Strategy Development Plan – Cllr Rose and Cllr Followell to complete.
· Notice of New Road and Aston Abbotts Road Closure on 15th August to 17th August to resurface and fill in pot holes at East End. Access only permitted.
96. Traffic Calming: Cllr Rose updated the Council following her attendance at the NAG meeting, advising that no traffic calming measures can be considered until the report from the Area 12 Review scheduled for 2009/10 is received.
97. BCC mowing of verges – Cllr Crombie and Cllr Jones agreed to review sites following instances of wild flowers being cut. Clerk to enquire of BCC what areas they are responsible for maintaining.
98. Bus Shelter – it was decided not to proceed until the Village Appraisal is complete. File to be kept open by Allianz Insurers.
99. Insurance Cover Review – Cllr Moore agreed to complete his review and report to the next meeting.
100. Bucks County Show – 31st August 2007 – clerk was asked to arrange a meeting with interested parties as last year and Cllr Followell and Moore agreed to attend. Clerk to enquire whether license has been requested for a ball following the event.
101. Tree Planting Project: previous Councillor Bates showed a proposed planting plan for new trees either side of New Road. Removal of one dead tree and planting of 26 new mature trees in clumps of three. 

· Cllr Followell will approach Richard Blacklock for consent to proceed following his initial approval. He will then obtain copies of the proposals and explore them with H Cox of the Bucks County Show. Quotations to be obtained for costs of trees and planting, soil conditioning and protection etc. Approach Dan MacIntyre for additional advice and quotations.
· Clerk to investigate with WREN and Cllr Sellers with The Woodlands Trust for potential funding towards this project

· If the scheme is feasible and approved, there may be a possible approach to Villagers for sponsoring trees.

· County Councillors wish to be copied in to any developments as there may be further funds available.

102. Hedge – Play Area and Footpath 12 – Two quotations were received, and it was decided to accept Terry Lynch’s quotations.
103. Land at the Lilies old tennis courts – it was decided not to re approach land owner re the tennis court. Clerk asked to write to owner requesting foliage at entrance to Footpath 12 is cut back to allow access.  
104. Parish Plan / Village Appraisal: Cllr Moore agreed to write an article for the village newsletter and to arrange possible dates with for a Parish Meeting.
105. Newsletters and Communication: Cllr Followell will draft final version with input from the Councillors and print and circulate Newsletter 2007.
106. Weedon Parish Council Website: Cllr Rose has now updated the website and will include the newsletter. Documents now available to transfer the ownership of the site to the Council. County Councillor Niknam Hussain will send further detail of how his company can assist with hosting the domain.
107. Section 106 Agreement for Weedon Hill Development – correspondence received from AVDC confirming there are no funds available under s106 from the current phase of development at Weedon Hill. The Parish Council agreed that on receipt of permission gained to the next phase of development they should reapply to AVDC at the earliest opportunity.

108. Neighbourhood Watch: Agreed to include article in newsletter requesting a volunteer to manage the Neighbourhood Watch Scheme for the village.
