Minutes of the meeting of Weedon parish Council 

Wednesday 19th September 2007

AT 8.00pm in the old schoolroom
PRESENT: Cllr Rose (Chairman), Cllr Measures, Cllr. M Moore, Cllr Crombie, Cllr Followell, County Cllr Mary Baldwin and County Cllr Niknam Hussain and the Clerk.
121. Apologies: Cllr Jones, Cllr Sellers and District Cllr Ashley Bond
122. Open Forum for Parishioners:  County Cllr Mary Baldwin outlined her proposal to have GC2C split into divisions, so Weedon’s grouping would be just Niknam and Mary’s parishes rather than being grouped into the bigger group of the whole of Aylesbury. This would allow them to focus on a smaller group and as County Cllrs resolve and prioritise their own parishioners ‘problems’ and control their own pot of monies to allow them to better prioritise projects. The Cllrs thought this was a good idea to try and pursue.
123. Declaration of interest in items on the agenda:  There were no declarations of interest

124. The minutes of the last meeting held on 18th July 2007, 25th July 2007 and 13th August 2007 were confirmed as a true record.
125. New Model Code of Conduct – the Council agreed to adopt the new code and pass a resolution to adopt paragraph 12 (2).

126. Planning:  to discuss planning applications and make recommendations:
· The outcome of the Development Control Committee Meeting of BCC Tuesday 11th September in respect of Agrivert Planning Application 07/20006/AWD was discussed. There is currently the first application with the Planning Inspectorate, and the second where BCC should have discussed the application on 11/9/07 and only if they wanted to approve it would it be referred to the GOSE for determination. The second application will go back to Dev Con on 16th October 2007 for decision. The 2 applications are treated separately and if the first is approved by the Planning Inspectorate then this decision would also stand.
· 77 High Street – is being appealed by way of written representation. The Council agreed to also submit Cllr Roses notes read out at the Dev Con Committee to the Inspectorate.
127. Finance / Accounts:

· The financial statements of accounts and bank reconciliations for the year to date end August were signed as correct. Cllr Moore asked the Clerk to review the budget sheet and split out lighting as capital expenditure.

128. Correspondence and other communications received since last meeting included: 
· AVDC Affordable Housing Draft Supplementary Planning Doc – Cllr Moore and Cllr Rose to respond.
· BCC – Rights of Way Improvement Plan – Cllr Measures to respond.
129. Traffic Calming: Agreed to remove this item from future agendas at present.
130. Street Lighting Project – the Clerk confirmed that the 2 columns had been installed however the one on New Road had not been put in deep enough. The Clerk had asked John Sharp to return and put it in deeper however Cllr Moore advised that Glyn Thomas had seen John Sharp come and cut the bottom off the lamp rather than dig it in deeper. The Council requests the clerk to obtain an indemnity from John Sharp in respect of the column or put another pole in. Clerk to advise EDF not to connect up lamp at present. The clerk had also asked for written confirmation that the other light on High Street has sufficient clearance between the lamp and the BT wire. Invoice has not been paid until these issues resolved.
· 91 Aston Abbotts Road light out had been reported to EDF as it is a wiring issue.

· Clerk to request removal of shrouding over wires on the entrance to Northcroft.

131. ROSPA report: The Council agreed to the suggestion of Cllr Followell to buy new turfs and ask Terry Lynch to put these over the exposed concrete. Also to chip off bits of concrete protruding where possible. All other actions requested by ROSPA have been undertaken even though they were only medium risk issues identified this year.
132. BCC mowing of verges – Cllr Crombie and Cllr Jones to give an update on their review of BCC verge cutting sites to be deferred to next meeting.

·  Complaints had been received about BCC verge cutting and some villagers had mistakenly thought it was cuttings left by Terry Lynch. This is not the case and the Clerk is to write to BCC in connection with the mess left after their cutting.
133. Insurance Cover Review – update from Cllr Moore to be deferred to next meeting.
134. Tree Planting Project: Cllr Followell confirmed that he had met with Richard Blacklock re the planting and he was broadly happy with the scheme. He would prefer the trees to be planted in the hedge line along New Road. He had met with Adam Quant of Nicholsons who had given further advice on types of trees and locations. Drawings to be updated and then quotes obtained. County Councillor Mary Baldwin advised that she would give a further £500.00 for this project. Clerk to write and request.
135. Parish Plan / Village Appraisal: Cllr Moore to obtain dates in October for the Cllrs to have a pre meeting with BCA. 
136. Weedon Parish Council Website: Clerk had discussed with Niknam Hussain our requirements of a website and it was decided that the current system is sufficient for our purposes. It was agreed that there should be a second person with a copy of Abode Contribute to allow the site to be updated. Cllr Rose to arrange purchase of a copy and install and train the Clerk.
137. Weedon  Hill new residents – it was decided to send new residents a welcome letter to be drafted by Cllr Rose, a copy of the last newsletter and a Welcome to Weedon Pack.

138. Best kept village competition – the Council were very pleased to be runners up again this year. Clerk to advise BALC that they would like to hold the trophy for 6 months. There was comment that they could not gain access to the Schoolroom so next year we will supply the details for access. 
139. Road works required in the village – East End still needs patching up. Mary Baldwin will follow this up as no responses received from BCC in respect of this.
140. Signing of the Lease of Birds Acre to J G Chapman: the Councillors present signed the lease and Clerk to obtain remaining signatures from Cllr Sellers and Cllr Jones who were absent from the meeting.
141. Hand Rail on raised walkway on High Street: Clerk to obtain quotations from Steve Hunt and Steve Gollins to repair and renew.

142. Neighbourhood Watch: Meeting to be held at 7.30pm before the next PC Meeting in November. Cllr Followell to follow up on information available to vulnerable persons from AVDC.
