Minutes of the Annual general meeting of Weedon parish Council
Wednesday 21st May 2008 at 8.00pm in the old schoolroom
PRESENT: Cllr Rose (Chairman), Cllr Measures, Cllr Sellers, Cllr Jones, Cllr Moore, County Cllr Mary Baldwin and the Clerk. 
214. Election of the Chairman of the Council: Cllr Rose was proposed and seconded and there being no other nomination was elected as Chair. Chairman’s declaration of acceptance of office received.

215. Apologies received from Cllr Followell, Cllr Crombie, District Cllr Ashley Bond, and County Cllr Niknam Hussain.
216. To elect a Vice-Chairman of the Council: Cllr Measures was proposed and seconded and there being no other nomination was elected as Vice-Chair. Vice-Chairman’s declaration of acceptance of office received.

217. It was decided that any outstanding declarations of acceptance of office should be received by the next meeting. Register of interests to be reviewed by Councillors to ensure they are up to date and confirm to clerk. 

218. To appoint representatives to outside bodies: The Council resolved that representatives would be decided at the time of a meeting if attendance is considered necessary.

219. To appoint committees /working groups – none were appointed.
220. To review and confirm the standing orders: these were accepted with the amendment to the change of date and acceptance of the new Code of Conduct.

221. Open Forum for Parishioners: No members of the public attended.  County Councillor Baldwin updated that East End will be resurfaced from part of the Area Allocation budget (should be August/September). GC2C is turning into Local Area Forums and then there will be a higher level Strategic Group. The smaller local neighbourhood groups will then be making bids for smaller projects to be done such as the road. The next meeting would be a workshop to set priorities and standards of service.
222. Declaration of interest in items on the agenda:  none.
223. Planning:  to discuss planning applications and make recommendations:
a. 08/01093/APP – 10 Petronel Road – rear conservatory – the Council resolved it had no objections to this application.
b. 08/01164/AAD – Weedon Hill MDA – one non-illuminated free standing stack board sign – the Council resolved it had no objections to this application.
224. The minutes of the last meeting held on 19th March 2008 were confirmed as a true record.
225. Finance / Accounts:

a. The financial statements of accounts and bank reconciliations for the year to date April were reviewed.

d. The new values for the Fixed Asset Register and Insurance Schedule were accepted and approved by the Council.

e. The Risk Assessment Documentation was accepted and approved by the Council.
f. The audited accounts for year end 2007/08 were signed off as correct by the Chairman and Clerk and will then be submitted to the internal auditor.

226. Correspondence and other communications received since last meeting including:
a. Best Kept Village – Clerk asked to notify BALC that if the judges required entrance to the Old Schoolroom they should contact Shirley Bush in advance. Clerk to email feedback sheet to Councillors to review and take action where required.

227. Footpaths and Highways including:
a. Update on works – East End will be resurfaced in August/September as advised by Cllr Baldwin in the Open Forum. Parish Gangs Report – Cllr Rose and Clerk to do a village walk around with BCC to better understand the report and list works required with them. Cllr Moore requested they be advised that the raised walkway on High Street needs some maintenance as stones are falling out.
b. Parish Paths Partnership claims re footpath 12 – Cllr Followell and the Clerk had a walk of the footpath with BCC Rights Of Way Officers and they have noted works required and will contact the land owners who are responsible for maintaining the footpath. BCC have agreed to pay for only 2 cuts this year so it was agreed to space these out and use when really necessary. In theory if the path is used frequently enough then this should not be required.

228. Trees and Plants: 

a. To receive an update from Cllr Followell re the Tree Planting Project – Cllr Followell was unable to attend meeting however the name plates had been received and the trees had taken well. Mulch was being put down and they will need to be watered when necessary. Clerk to ask Terry Lynch whether he would water when Cllr Followell requested.
b. To agree whether to remove 2 small trees on the bank of the Play Area - Clerk to ascertain whether planning permission is required. They need to be trimmed as they obstruct the footway and the grass is not able to grow on the bank because of the roots. They are fairly small trees and it was agreed to remove them.
c. New Planting of Daffodils at village entry points - WVA said at their AGM that they would fund and plant some more daffodils. The Council was grateful for this offer and agreed this would be excellent. Cllr Rose would advise WVA that this can proceed.
229. Insurance Cover Review 
a. To agree revised Insurable Values and issue cheque – this was covered in item 225.
b. War Memorial – Cllr Followell was to advise on an option to insure the war memorial by a one off payment to the War Memorials Trust rather than continuing to pay the annual insurance premium. Clerk will circulate information and find out the insurance premium relating to the memorial for comparison.
230. Parish Newsletter – update from Cllr Followell on Parish Newsletter and website – no update as Cllr Followell was unable to attend the meeting.
231. Weedon within the Aylesbury Vale local area 
a. New development – update re the “eastern option"- Cllr Rose had been invited to attend a meeting organised by Watermead Parish Council to discuss this new proposal and its impact on the villages. Cllrs agreed that the increase in traffic congestion would effect Weedon and requested that Cllr Rose attend on a fact find basis and report back.
b. Local area forum – it was decided that Cllrs should try and attend this. 
c. NAGs – no information has come out yet as to what is happening with the NAGS group.
232. Street Lighting: the Clerk advised that E Sharp is still awaiting delivery of the baffle from DW Windsor to fit outside the Adams house on New Road.
233. Bucks County Council: 
a. Mowing of verges – Cllr advised Clerk of their recommendations. Clerk will request removal of areas from BCC verge cutting maps.

b. The Parish Gangs review – Cllr Rose and the Clerk will meet with BCC to discuss as per agenda item 227.
234. Parish Plan / Village Appraisal: Cllr Moore will agree format with BCA representative for the meetings on Saturday 7th June and Wednesday 11th June. Cllr Rose would print off leaflets to advertise event and Cllrs would put through doors. The historical information would be shown also at the coffee morning and flyers put on tables.
