136. To confirm the minutes of the last meeting The minutes of the last meeting held on 21st March 2012 were agreed as a true record and duly signed.
137. Planning: 
a. 12/00576/APP Weedon Hill Farm, Buckingham Road. Demolition and replacement of existing dwelling house with garage block, conversion of former agricultural building into five dwellings with associated parking, erection of garages, realignment of vehicular access and landscaping. 
It was the view of 5 members of the public attending that the Parish Council support this application with no comments. 
b. 12/00604/APP 20 East End Demolition of bungalow and erection of two houses with garages and alteration to existing access. 
It was the view of 4 other members of the public, that the Parish Council should object to this application due to the density of the development and loss of open spacing, it detracts from site lines down East End and affects the setting of the conservation area, close proximity to neighbouring houses, with the Parish Council’s disappointment that the plans were factually incorrect and elevation levels were not shown properly. The Parish Council has brought to AVDC’s attention that no yellow notices have been posted to date. Cllr Rose to draft letter.
