Minutes of the Meeting of Weedon Parish Council held in the Methodist Chapel 
Wednesday 24th June 2009 at 7.00pm
PRESENT: Cllr Rose (Chairman), Cllr Jones, Cllr Moore, and the Clerk Sue Mordue. 
19. Receive Apologies: Cllr Measures, Cllr Sellers, Cllr Followell.
20. Open Forum for Parishioners: no comments made. 
21. Declaration of interest in items on the agenda: None.
22. Speed Limit Review: The Council made the following response regarding the suggested speed limit changes in the area:
a. The 30mph limit extension recommended at the entrance to Whitchurch; leaving Whitchurch on the Bushmead Road and entering Aston Abbots were considered acceptable to the Council.

b.  The limits detailed for the section from Whitchurch past Hardwick to the bridge of 40mph, followed by 50mph up to past the entrance to New Road were not acceptable as it was considered to be confusing for drivers to switch from one limit to another to another. Therefore the Parish Council requested the simplification of the limits in these areas and instead to impose a limit of 50mph from exiting Whitchurch all the way through to past New Road. 

c. In addition the Council requests a limit of 50mph on the roads off from the main road until you reach the village nameplates i.e. New Road from the main A413 to the Weedon nameplate and from Cooks Hill up to the other Weedon village name plate both to be 50mph. Less signage required and less confusion as the limit remains consistent in these areas.

d. The Council also requests that on exiting Weedon towards Aston Abbots this entire stretch of road has a limit of 50mph on it due to the following reasons: it is a narrow bumpy road with numerous bends and blind corners. There is frequently heavy farm machinery exiting from the fields and the many farm entrances off this piece of road. The road is not gritted in the winter time and this should also slow the traffic down on this dangerous stretch.  

23. Finance / Accounts: 
a. The accounts for the year end March 2009 audit had been approved and signed by the Internal Auditor Gus Orchard, and the Chairman and Clerk signed them on behalf of the Council.
