Weedon Parish Council


Minutes of the Meeting of Weedon Parish Council held in the Old Schoolroom 
Wednesday 15th September 2010 at 8.00pm
PRESENT: Cllr Rose (Chair), Cllr Measures, Cllr Horton, Cllr Sellers, Cllr Followell, Cllr Looker, Cllr Baldwin and the Clerk Sue Mordue. 3 members of the public attended.
93. Co-option: The Council resolved to co-opt Alison Looker of Buckingham Park to the Council. Her declaration of acceptance of office and register of interests were received by the Clerk.
94. Receive Apologies: Cllr Moore, Cllr Bond and Cllr Hussain.
95. Open Forum for Parishioners:  adjournment.
96. Declaration of interest in items on the agenda: Cllr Followell declared his prejudicial Interest in item 104d as a Trustee of the Methodist Chapel.
97. The minutes of the last meetings held on Wednesday 21st July 2010 and Wednesday 8th September 2010 were confirmed as true records.
98. Planning: To discuss planning applications and make recommendations:
a. 10/01720/ATP – Valentine Cottage 9 Stockaway - Thin/reduce one Horse Chestnut crown up to 25% - the Council resolved it had no objections to this application and commented to refer to tree officer.
b. 10/01829/APP – 4 Tortoiseshell Road – erection of one dwelling – amendment to design as approved under planning reference 08/01314/ADP - the Council resolved it had no objections to this application.
Adjournment. Cllr Sellers joined the meeting. Meeting reopened.
c. 10/01491/APP – Weedon Hill Farm Buckingham Road - Demolition and replacement of existing dwelling house, conversion of former agricultural building into five dwellings, erection of garages, realignment of vehicular access and landscaping. - The Council resolved that it Supported this application and made the comments that 3 neighbouring property owners from 2 and 3 Weedon Hill Farm attended the meeting and were very much in favour of the application. No objections to the plans had been registered to date on the AVDC website and no other residents had made any negative comments. It also had unanimous support from the Councillors. The only comment was that the road entrance should be clearly identifiable on the Highway 
d. 10/01593/APP – Chestnuts Farm 20 Aston Abbotts Road – creation of hard surface tennis court with retaining wall and fence enclosure - The Council resolved it had no objections to this application however commented that a condition of the planning approval should be that it is not allowed to be illuminated. 

e. 10/01620/APP – Willow End 20 Stockaway - One and a half and first floor side extension and new pitched roof to remaining single storey side and rear element - the Council resolved it had no objections to this application. 
f. 10/01666/APP – The Holt 9 Stockaway - Replacement of existing flat roof to side extension with new pitched roof. - The Council resolved it had no objections to this application.
g. Update on 10/01353/ADP – Weedon Hill MDA Planning Application for Buckingham Park- report received on protected species but no further information on the website at present.
99. Environment:
a. Footpaths, Footways and Highways: to report any works required – 

i. New Road sign at the bottom of the hill has broken/disappeared.
ii. Footpath 12 needs cutting back – report to BCC ROW. 
iii. Water problem on Stockaway – reported, continue to monitor with BCC.

iv. Salt put in different places on New Road and around the village and not in salt bins. Cllr Followell will review and report back.
b. Street Lighting: To report any works required - none.
c. Play Area: 
i. To report on inspections of the area and consider any issues arising – no issues.
ii. To discuss and consider quotation from Safe and Sound Playgrounds for repairs as recommended in ROSPA report and agree what actions to take – quotation was rather high so more quotations to be gained and the emailed round Cllrs for agreement. The woodchips could be ordered and Clerk to ask the Community Service people to put this down.
d.  “Donate a Gate Scheme” –update from Cllr Measures. The Council resolved that the process would be as set out by Cllr Measures: to invite the stile owner to have first refusal on putting up the £250 outright for a replacement gate.  If declined then I would want to seek permission from them that if we could raise the funds they would be happy to have it replaced ( with or without a contribution in part from them).  If agreed then at stage to leaflet the village asking whether anybody would like to buy a whole gate ( in which case they could nominate which one their money went to  ) or to make a contribution to the pot in which case it would go into a general fund – the decision on which stiles to replace would then be taken by the council to try and ensure that at least one variant of the circular walk was stile free. 
e. New Road Trees – to update on status and agree any actions required – 1 tree is dead and one looks like it is nearly dead. Therefore 2 replacement trees are required. Clerk to ask Nicholson’s to review, recommend and quote to replace these trees in the Autumn. On the RHS the bramble hedge is growing into the trees and may smother them. A working party was suggested to cut this back in the wintertime.
f. Bucks County Show – to discuss and review any issues – Clerk to write to Alison Bayliss advising of : no signs on main road to say no entrance to commercial vehicles up New Road. No cones in the High Street or on Aston Abbotts Road and as a result the roads were full of parked vehicles all day which damaged verges and caused obstructions. Next year need cones round whole village and a PCSO to put fines on vehicles to discourage others parking illegally. 
100. Weedon Hill Development / Buckingham Park: Update on any issues to report including the Residents Association meeting: 
a. a meeting was requested to be arranged between AVDC, with Cllr Rose, Cllr Horton and Cllr Looker, County Cllr Baldwin and Hussain and District Cllr Bond, to discuss the s106 agreements and other planning issues relating to Buckingham Park.
b. County Cllr Mary Baldwin offered financial support for the insurance fees for the residents association through her leaders fund.
c. PC offered to fund the use of the Old Schoolroom meeting room for Residents Association Meetings (£3.50ph) – to be agreed on an individual basis.

d. Noticeboard key to be given to Cllr Looker.

e. AT the LAF the BCC Lead Officer Marcus Rogers had asked WPC to write to him requesting salt bins for Buckingham Park.

101. Weedon within the Aylesbury Vale local area:
a. Local Area Forum: Cllr Rose advised that the LAF discussed the lack of weed killing on roads and footpaths this year, winter maintenance and salt bins. 
b. Growth agenda: AVDC have asked Secretary of State to withdraw the Core Strategy.
c. NAG: Cllr Baldwin will advise Cllr Horton of the meeting dates for the Quarrendon / Meadowcroft NAG which Buckingham Park is to be part of.
102. Correspondence and other communications received since last meeting: The Council resolved no comments could be made regarding the Wingrave wind farm until a planning application is received. (Hulcott wrote urging Councils to write in objections in advance of this.)
103. Weedon Village Parish Plan: Update on progress – Awaiting plan to come back as the design and layout of the art work is being completed. Will be presented to the village at a meeting in a month or so.
104. Finance / Accounts:

a. The financial statements of accounts and bank reconciliations for the year to date July 2010 were agreed as reviewed.
b. The audit 2009/10 had been approved by the External Auditors and is displayed on the Notice board.
c. The Council resolved to issue the following cheques:
