Weedon Parish Council


 Minutes of the Annual Meeting of Weedon Parish Council held in the Old Schoolroom 
Wednesday 19th May 2010 at 8.00pm
PRESENT: Cllr Rose (Chair), Cllr Sellers, Cllr Followell, Cllr Measures, Cllr Horton, Cllr Moore District Cllr Ashley Bond and the Clerk Sue Mordue.
47. Election of the Chairman of the Council: Cllr Rose was unanimously elected to the position as Chair and her declaration of acceptance of office was received by the Clerk.

48. Receive Apologies: Cllr Jones had resigned from the Council, County Cllr Niknam Hussain.
49. To elect a Vice-Chairman of the Council:  Cllr Measures was unanimously elected to the position as Vice-Chair and his declaration of acceptance of office was received by the Clerk.
50. To appoint representatives to outside bodies: Cllrs resolved that they would appoint representatives at the time of meetings. Cllr Rose, Followell and Moore would continue to act as representative of the Parish Council in relation to the Parish Plan Working Group.
51. To appoint committees /working groups: none.
52. To review and confirm the standing orders – the Council resolved to adopt these with no changes.
53. To review and confirm the adoption of the Complaints Procedure and Protocol for Councillors and Officer Relations – the Council resolved to adopt these documents and noted the various source documents used to put this together by Joanna Swift AVDC and Cllr Karen Parks of North Marston Parish Council.

54. Open Forum for Parishioners:  Residents can comment on any item of council business: adjournment.

55. Declaration of interest in items on the agenda: Cllr Bond declared his interest in planning applications due to his role as District Cllr sitting on the AVDC Development Control Committee as he will review his decision at Committee based on the additional information available at the time.
56. The minutes of the last meetings held on Wednesday 17th March 2010 and Thursday 29th April 2010 were confirmed as true records.
57. Planning: 
a. The Council was made aware of an appeal lodged against the refusal of the planning permission at 33 Wall Brown Way, Buckingham Park. 
b. Quarrendon Fields Application – there had been numerous questions put to the developer which were to be responded to and an extension of the decision date had been agreed between the applicant and AVDC.
58. Environment:
a. Footpaths, Footways and Highways: to report any works required – The Clerk was requested to write a letter to Val Letheran BCC asking why Parish Councils were not notified of a meeting called by BCC to discuss the Speed limit review.
b. Street Lighting: To report any works required – Light outside 88 Aston Abbotts Road had been repaired.
c. Play Area: to report on inspections of the area and consider any issues arising – Following the receipt of the RoSPA report (inspection in May) all high and medium risks would be reviewed and actioned to resolve. Clerk to request Terry Lynch to spray footpath up to play area at same time as trees in 58b below.
d. New Road Trees: Report on status and decide on any necessary action such as weed killing – visual inspection all appear well. Clerk to check with the Blacklocks (landowners) and then if allowed requesting Terry Lynch to spray around the trees. 

e. “Donate a Gate Scheme” – to update on this and agree whether to progress this project – the Council resolved that in principal it wished to progress with this project and Clerk was asked to gain further information from BCC and would then contact people in the community.
f. Litter: Consider whether regular litter pick-ups are needed, and if so, decide frequency and means of carrying out: Clerk advised AVDC would do litter picks for free upon request by the Council. Cllr requested monthly clear ups by AVDC especially along Cooks Hill and New Road. 
g. Best Kept Village: Decide whether to schedule further clean-up events or take any other actions: The Council resolved to do a litter pick on Saturday 5th June with WVA. Clerk to produce a poster advising meeting at the Old Schoolroom at 10.ooam.
59. Weedon Hill Development / Buckingham Park: Update on any issues to report including the Housing Association meeting: Cllr Horton reported that there was now a Chair, secretary and Treasurer and 5 committee members. They are trying to set up a website and meeting dates have been set. There had been numerous complaints against the Housing Association but it was difficult to establish who owned which properties. Clerk to request update from Chris Sheard re the name and separate Parish status.
60. Weedon within the Aylesbury Vale local area: No update on Growth agenda, Local Area Forum – next meeting is June, NAG – no one attending at the moment. PCSO Tina Hobson had attending the Café and meet with residents. 
61. Correspondence and other communications received since last meeting: Probationer "gangs": To decide whether we wish to request this organisation to carry out agreed tasks, and if so which – agreed there were no projects at the moment. Clerk to ask BCC Parish Gang to clean 30mph and gates. Also on Cooks Hill gates there is one upright missing on the RHS gate.
62. Councillor Vacancy: to discuss action – following the resignation of Cllr Jones due to ill health the Council resolved to advertise the vacancy with a view to co-opting a new Cllr at the July meeting. Clerk to write a letter of thanks to Cllr Jones for all her time she has given to the Council.
63. Weedon Village Parish Plan: Update on progress: In its final stages with a draft document to be distributed to villagers in September for final comment with its production in October / November. 
64. Finance / Accounts:

a. To agree the financial statements of accounts and bank reconciliations for the year end March 2010 for presentation to the Internal Auditor: the Council resolved to have a policy on depreciation of assets: nothing to be written off in the first year and then all items written off at 25% a year so written off in 4 years. There may be individual assets in the future to which this will not apply and the Council will decide this at the time. The Council resolved to accept the accounts and signed these off and take to the Internal Auditor.
b. To review and agree the Risk Assessment Document: The Council resolved to accept the Risk Document.
